• 2 all natural fiber scarves. Preferences are all cotton, rayon, bamboo, or silk, for ease of 

use with Mx dyes. If your scarves are not PFD—prepared for dyeing — you will need to 

machine wash the items twice to ensure all sizing and fabric treatments are removed.
